Instructions for the Construction of an Amazing Prelab that Will Guide You Toward Completion of a Wondrously Insightful Laboratory Investigation that will make the Scientific Community Shout, “Eureka!”
1. Read the lab materials from beginning to end, including all of the questions.

2. Re-read the introduction. Highlight the purpose, and copy it onto a sheet of paper.

3. Find corresponding materials in your text and in your notes. Re-read them and decide how they can be put together in a coherent lab introduction of your own. Take notes.
4. Write your introduction rough draft. It should have 2 paragraphs, the first of which is background concepts, and second of which focuses on how those concepts are applied in the investigation.

5. Write the procedures in your own words. For the pre-lab, a numbered list is okay. Make sure your procedures are complete, with amounts and diagrams of setup when needed. This procedure is your guide in the lab.

6. Copy all data tables for use as you complete the lab.

7. Answer all pre-lab questions in full sentences.
